While the Fayre has always worked
with local charities, several years ago the Fayre decided to concentrate on the Foundation, whose
mission is to support children in the Atlanta area stricken with cancer.

4™ Annual Car Boot Sale

A separate area is set aside for the Car Boot Sale, aka the British version of a garage sale. “Gently used
treasure” is sold from the trunk of a car or the back of a truck—the “boot” of the car. Now is the time to
clear out your attic and pack your car or truck with anything you want to sell: clothing, crafts, antiques,
household items...if you can get it in your “boot” you can sell it. Your rubbish could be someone else’s
treasure!

Other Fun Things to Note...
The Fayre will have two very special cars in attendance again this year—a 1926 Rolls Royce Phantom
and a 1945 Standard Eight.

The Rolls Royce Phantom was built as an experimental car at the factory before being sold to a
Member of Parliament in 1926. Only two of these cars are known to exist in the world, this one
being the only one in the USA.

After WWII, Standard was the first car company in the UK to go back into production. The
Standard Eight was built and registered in 1945 and there are only three left in the world, this
one being the only one in the USA. Records indicate that it is also the oldest post-war car now in
the USA.

Both cars a must see for everyone attending and they will be displayed together in their own
special area.
